Shoshone County Sheriff’s Office would like to remind all drivers to make the safe choice and not drink and drive during the Holiday Season.
Shoshone County is participating in the ITD Office of Highway Safety DUI enforcement from December 17th through January 3rd and has Deputies doing emphasis patrols looking for intoxicated drivers.  So far during this period we have seen an increase of reported DUI’s which is currently 5 people charged with driving under the influence which is showing that we still have people choosing to put themselves and others in jeopardy.

In 2010 there were 1,593 crashes that there were attributed to impaired drivers and those claimed 96 lives.
One life lost to a bad choice is too much and the Sheriff’s Office takes a zero tolerance stance on impaired driving.  If you are caught you will be arrested.  Impaired drivers cause the largest risk to other motorists many of which are our family and friends.

In 2011 even with fewer Deputies on patrol due to budget cuts we have seen an increase of impaired driver arrests and we stand committed to doing the best we can with what resources we have.

We encourage anybody that is consuming alcohol to think of safety first and have a designated driver with you or arrange for a ride.  A smart choice now may save a life later.
