For Immediate Release:
     On 28 May 2011, at approximately 1730 hours an Idaho State Trooper was flagged down by campers on Coeur D’Alene River Road at the Graham Creek camp area and was informed of a possible deceased individual in a motor home. The Graham Creek camp area is located at approximately mile post 14 on Coeur D’Alene River Road. The Trooper notified the Shoshone County Sheriff’s Office who responded to the scene, along with U.S. Forest Service law enforcement personnel. 
     Upon arrival to the Graham Creek camp area, a camper reported to Officers that they had noticed a white motor home located at an adjacent campsite that had a dog running loose. The reporting campers told law enforcement that they had knocked on the door of the motor home in an attempt to make contact with the dog owner, but there was no answer.
     After several attempts to make contact with the owner of the dog, a camper looked into the window of the camper and seen a person inside. After knocking several times, the camper opened the door of the motor home and noticed what appeared to be a deceased adult male lying on the bed inside of the motor home. The campers reported they then contacted law enforcement.

     The Shoshone County Sheriff’s Office and the Idaho State Police conducted an investigation of the scene. The investigation revealed that a 47 year old man of Billings, Montana had committed suicide by running propane gas, as well as engine exhaust fumes into the interior of the motor home. A suicide note was found at the scene. Next of kin notifications are currently underway.
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
